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Postures When Receiving Holy Communion

It is good for us to reflect on our gestures and postures when we
receive Holy Communion. The “General Instruction of the
Roman Missal” (GIRM) gives us the following postures in the
action of receiving Holy Communion:

1 Processing. The Communion Procession is an action
of the Body of Christ. At Christ’s invitation, extended by
the priest acting in the person of Christ, “Blessed are those
called to the Supper of the Lamb,” the members of the
community come forward to share in the sacred meal. The
Communion Procession should move with dignity.

1 Reverential Bowing of the Head. The GIRM directs
the communicant to make a sign of reverence before

receiving Holy Communion while standing. The bishops
have determined that the sign is to be a bow, a gesture
through which we express our reverence and give honor to
Christ, who comes to us as our spiritual
food. The GIRM explains two kinds of bows: a bow of the
head and a bow of the body. The U.S. bishops have
determined that the sign of reverence to be made before
receiving Communion is a bow of the head. It is easiest to
do this while the person in front of you is receiving Holy
Communion.

f  Reception of the Sacrament.
sacrament in the hand, one hand is placed palm-up, on top
of the other hand (not side-by-side or cupped). Ancient
writers called this gesture “making a throne for Christ the
King.” The minister will proclaim “The Body of Christ,” to
which you respond “Amen.” [The chalice is offered to the
communicant with the words “The Blood of Christ,” to
which you answer “Amen.”] A bow of the head is always
made before receiving the Host [as well as the Chalice.]
