Dear Friends,

Yet another year has come to an end at Saint
Charles. A lot happened this year, the most memorable
being the visit of Pope Francis!

I am now finished my second year of Theology
studies, having also finished two years of Pre-Theology
studies; I have completed 4 of my 6 years of formation.
Where has the time gone?! God willing, this time next
year I will be ordained a transitional Deacon, and then,
in May of 2018, a Priest!

This year’s studies included classes on
the Gospel of Matthew, the Gospel of Luke/Acts of the
Apostles, Church History, Prophetic Literature of
the Old Testament, the Theology of Grace, Moral
Theology, the Eucharist, Ecclesiology, Theological
Virtues, Homiletics, and Canon Law (taught by none
other than Monsignor Mesure!).

Weekly I went to Saint Monica Center Nursing
Home in South Philadelphia to visit with and distribute
Holy Communion to the residents. It was a very
humbling and rewarding experience. Growing in
human and spiritual formation are also important
aspects of Seminary formation.

Beginning this weekend, June 4/5, 1 will be
spending two months of “on the job training,” so to
speak, at Our Lady of Perpetual Help Parish in Morton,
Delaware County. I will help the priests there with
communion calls, assisting at Masses, and various other
projects.

While it is not too often that I am able, I always
look forward to returning to Saint Matthias as much as I
can. Thank you for your continued prayers and support.
They mean so much to my fellow seminarians and to
me. Know that you are also in my prayers.
