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Dear Parishioners, 
 
It was recently announced that the U.S. Supreme 
Court would be looking at the definition of marriage.  
 
As Pope Francis has frequently reminded us, we must 
love and respect all people as children of God.  At the 
same time Pope Francis has also recently warned 
against efforts “to redefine the very institution of 
marriage, by relativism, by the culture of the 
ephemeral, by a lack of openness to life.” 
 
The committed relationship of love between a man 
and a woman in marriage is truly unique.  There is no 
other relationship that is comparable.   
 
The loving relationship between a man and a woman 
in marriage is the only relationship that in itself has 
both the potential of creating new life and which also 
unites the children born from that relationship to 
both their mother and their father.   
 
It is this unique aspect of marriage that raises it above 
a mere romantic connection.  It is also the very reason 
why societies around the world and throughout 
history have rightfully highlighted the uniqueness and 
importance of marriage in their cultural practices and 
in law.   
 
Reason and simple biology inform society of the 
unique nature of the marriage between a man and a 
woman. Revelation, however, goes further in telling 
us that for Christians, marriage is a 
Sacrament.  Touched as it is by the love of God in the 
Sacrament of Marriage, the love of a husband and 
wife is no longer a merely human love.  Rather, that 
love actually becomes a sign and a channel of the 
unconditional, never ending, and life giving love of 
God.  
 
Pope Francis has asked us to “Proclaim the beauty 
and truth of the Christian message to a society which 
is tempted by confusing presentations of sexuality, 
marriage and the family.”
