It was in 1911 that two sisters began coming 

every week from the Mother House in Merion to teach 

our Sunday School.  When the parish school opened 

in 1917 Sister Mary Lioba and Sister Mary Madeline 

were the first sisters assigned to the school.  They 

each taught three grades and Sister Mary Lioba also 

served as principal!  Between 1917 and 1941 the 

sisters assigned to Saint Matthias School walked back 

and forth from the Mother House in Merion each 

school day.  The convent was constructed in 1941 so 

that the Sisters could live on the parish property.  

Saint Matthias School continued for eighty-two years.  

During that time 130 Sisters of Mercy served as 

teachers and/or principals at the school.  Many other 

sisters have lived in our convent and have continued 

to be a wonderful and enriching presence in our 

parish.

The late John Cardinal Foley (1935-2011),          
a priest of the Archdiocese of Philadelphia, was a 
towering (literally, he was over six feet tall) presence in 
Catholic media, in his role as president of the Pontifical 
Council for Social Communications.  He was famous 
for being an effective communicator who eloquently 
brought the Catholic Church to millions around the 
globe through radio and television.  This “son of St. 
Charles,” ordained in 1962, was affectionately known 
around the world as “The Voice of Christmas.” 

The New Evangelization, to which Cardinal 
Foley dedicated his life, must consist of a strong 
Catholic presence in all forms of media, effectively 
sanctifying modern means of communication for Our 
Lord Jesus Christ. 

So that brings us to Seminarian Casual.  This blog 
is a joyful response to Archbishop Charles Chaput’s 
exhortation to us seminarians to continue the 
courageous work of Cardinal Foley: spreading the 
Gospel to all who are searching for authentic love, 
happiness, and Truth.

The Holy Spirit appeared under the form of 

tongues of fire in order to fill the Apostles with 

truth and to prepare them to bear witness to Jesus. 

He also come to fill their hearts with love. 
 

He is the Person of Love in the life of God. 

He is also like a breath, an aspiration of infinite 

Love, from which we draw the breath of life. 
 

On the day of Pentecost the Divine Spirit 

communicated such an abundance of life to the 

whole Church that to symbolize it "there came a 

sound from heaven, as of a violent wind coming, 

and it filled the whole house where they (the 

Apostles) were sitting." 
 

But it is also for us that the Holy Spirit has 

come, for the group in the Cenacle represented the 

whole Church. The Holy Spirit came to remain 

with the Church forever. This is the promise of 

Jesus Himself. He dwells in the Church 

permanently and unfailingly, performing in it 

without ceasing, His action of life-giving and 

sanctification. He establishes the Church infallibly 

in the truth. It is He who makes the Church 

blossom forth with a marvelous supernatural 

fruitfulness, for He brings to life and full fruition in 

Virgins, Martyrs, Confessors, those heroic virtues 

which are one of the marks of true sanctity.
